October 6
During Purnama, the monthly holy day of the full moon,  Balinese Hindus 
present ceremonial offerings in accordance with their local village 
traditions. Many temples also hold ceremonies or piodalan on this day, 
as it is considered an auspicious time for starting new ventures.

SIAT GENI
October 6
Siat Geni is a sacred tradition in Tuban Village, Kuta, where visitors can 
witness young men engage in a symbolic torch battle with flaming 
coconut leaves, a ritual meant to purify the community and dispel 
negative forces. Accompanied by prayers and offerings, it creates a 
strikingly powerful and deeply spiritual atmosphere.
